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Memorias e vivéncias na pesca em Gargau: tecendo o circuito laboral
e ecossocial da pescaria de camarodes

A presente comunicagdo compreende uma sec¢ao da Tese intitulada: “Memoarias e vivéncias na pesca
em Gargau: tecendo circuitos laborais e ecossociais entre pescadores e pescadoras artesanais”
defendida no Programa de Pés-Graduacgdo em Politicas Sociais da UENF no ano de 2023. Esta secdo
busca descrever e interpretar o sub-circuito da pescaria artesanal de camardo como um dos
representantes significativos das pescarias realizadas no ambiente marinho. Este e outros circuitos
presentes na Tese foram concebidos a partir das indicacdes dos pescadores/as da localidade de
Gargaul, municipio de Sao Francisco do Itabapoana. A concretizacdo da atividade de captura de
camardes envolve momentos de pré-captura e pds-captura (propriedade e producédo de petrechos,
vendas e divisdes dos valores dos pescados, etc.). Para tal empreendimento os aportes empiricos-
conceituais de circuitos, trajetos e pedacos associados as categorias €micas-académicas de
“‘pescadores/as, pescados e pescarias”, em suas relagdes ecossociais conexas compuseram o quadro
interpretativo do trabalho. Este quadro interpretativo teve como objetivo principal compreender a
producéo e reproducéo epistémica (saberes-fazeres) e juridica (normas-codigos) propria deste circuito
e sua inter-relagdo com as atividades pesqueiras correlatas ao mesmo. Como forma de subsidiar este
quadro interpretativo foram utilizadas as metodologias qualitativas da Histéria/memoria oral tematica
e da observacgdo direta no campo de estudos. Com base nestas metodologias foram desenvolvidas
entrevistas semiestruturadas e itinerarios etnograficos. Os resultados demonstraram a rica producao
de saberes, técnicas, tecnologias, cédigos juridicos e rotinas articulando vida, trabalho e ecossistemas
numa teia ecossocial. Assim: a) o0 aumento das embarcacdes ocorridas nos ultimos anos representa
por um lado a articulagé@o destes sujeitos permitindo legalmente o uso de barcos maiores e, por outro,
intensificacdo da produtividade nas pescarias ampliando a exploracdo do valor trabalho destes
pescadores; b) a maior produtividade gerou a necessidade da aquisicdo de novas tecnologias, tais
como os GPS’s, celulares e guinchos, contudo os pescadores se reapropriam destas tecnologias e
criam novas formas de aliangas como mecanismos de arrefecimento das incertezas e imprecisdes
oriundas do trabalho nos mares; c) a constituicdo de um complexo pesqueiro formado por frigorificos
locais a0 mesmo tempo representou maior concentragdo de poder de compra e, em contrapartida,
amplificou a relevancia das relacdes entre parentes, amigos e irmaos de fé. Assim ser parente de
donos de frigorificos passou a significar algumas vantagens econémicas nas relagbes de vendas.

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Memories and experiences in fishing in Gargau: weaving the labor
and eco-social circuit of shrimp fishing

This communication comprises a section of the Thesis entitled: “Memories and experiences in fishing
in Gargau: weaving labor and eco-social circuits between artisanal fishermen and fishermen” defended
in the Postgraduate Program in Social Policies of UENF in the year 2023. This section seeks describe
and interpret the sub-circuit of artisanal shrimp fishing as one of the significant representatives of
fisheries carried out in the marine environment. This and other circuits present in the Thesis were
conceived from the indications of fishermen from Gargau, municipality of S&o Francisco do Itabapoana.
Carrying out the activity of capturing shrimp involves pre-capture and post-capture moments
(ownership and production of gear, sales and division of fish values, etc.). For such an undertaking,
the empirical-conceptual contributions of circuits, paths and pieces associated with the emic-academic
categories of “fishermen, fish and fisheries”, in their connected eco-social relations, composed the
interpretative framework of the work. The main objective of this interpretative framework was to
understand the epistemic (knowledge-doings) and legal (norms-codes) production and reproduction
typical of this circuit and its interrelationship with the fishing activities related to it. As a way to subsidize
this interpretative framework, the qualitative methodologies of History/thematic oral memory and direct
observation in the field of study were used. Based on these methodologies, semi-structured interviews
and ethnographic itineraries were developed. The results demonstrated the rich production of
knowledge, techniques, technologies, legal codes and routines articulating life, work and ecosystems
in an ecosocial web. Thus: a) the increase in vessels in recent years represents, on the one hand, the
articulation of these subjects, legally allowing the use of larger boats and, on the other hand, the
intensification of productivity in fisheries, expanding the exploitation of the work value of these
fishermen; b) the greater productivity generated the need to acquire new technologies, such as GPS's,
cell phones and winches, however fishermen reappropriate these technologies and create new forms
of alliances as mechanisms to cool down the uncertainties and inaccuracies arising from work in the
seas; c) the establishment of a fishing complex made up of local slaughterhouses at the same time
represented a greater concentration of purchasing power and, on the other hand, amplified the
relevance of relationships between relatives, friends and brothers of faith. Thus, being a relative of
slaughterhouse owners came to mean some economic advantages in sales relationships.
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
