
Environmental monitoring of Macaé / RJ : Relationship between the socioeconomic characteristics of the municipality and the fines collected between 2005 and 2014
We have realized this research in the city of Macaé (RJ), which has a huge number of environmental damages. The oil, gas and logistics offshore exploration activity have originated these damages. Thus, the role Environmental Forcerer appears to control both urban and rural environment, in order to avoid environmental degradation and apply fines predicted in the legislation to the lawbreakers. We intended, in this study, to identify the most applied kinds of environmental fines in Macaé, between 2005 and 2014, as well as their relations with the social and economic features of the respective districts and their effects in the urban environment. 
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
